Question: I have a good sized IRA and want it to go
to my grandchildren directly after I die. They are pretty
young now and Id like them to receive the funds over a
long period of time. Is there a way to set it up?

Answer: There are different methods you can used to
control IRA distributions after your death. One way is
to specify your wishes on each of your IRA beneficiary
forms. Another method is to establish an IRA trust.

An IRA trust is simply a revocable living trust designed
to hold IRA assets. It will continue to house them after
your death, but that will not prevent you from distributing
those assets to your heirs. An IRA trust can contain one or
more sub-trusts, which can be designated and customized
for your beneficiaries.!

You can structure these sub-trusts in a certain way so
that the IRA assets can be distributed during your life
time AND after your passing based on you wishes. The
distributions may “stretch” into decades. For example, you

may want your grandkids to receive a certain amount per
year starting at age 30. *

IRA trusts can be designed to guard against certain
irresponsible decisions to your IRA assets. If your
children or grandchildren just inherit your IRA, they
could take out the whole amount and spend it in no time
at all. In an IRA trust, a trustee oversees the IRA assets
and distributes the assets according to the instructions in
the trust. In addition, you can set up a special needs trust
as an IRA sub-trust to benefit a disabled adult. Funds
in a special needs trust will not impact the government
assistance that person receives.?

Since an IRA trust is a revocable living trust, you are free
to revise its terms at any point before your death (at which
time the trust becomes irrevocable).! However, the process
of setting up an IRA trust can be complex. Omitting or
misusing key phrases could make the trust invalid or break
IRS rules. Please consult a competent estate planner or an
attorney for specifics.

PROTECT YOUR FINANCES
AGAINST THESE COMMON

| SCAMS
| There has been quite a bit of talk about
identity theft over the last 20 years. While
it's still important to guard yourself against
this crime, there are other types of fraud that have also
been on the rise, like imposter scams. Imposter scams
accounted for $744.5 million in consumer reported losses
in 2016, as reported to the Federal Trade Commission.
This placed imposter scams at the top of the consumer
fraud list for the first time since the government started
tracking consumer reported losses in 1997.

Just like other types of fraud, one of our best safeguards
against imposter scams is knowledge. Knowing about the
most common types of imposter scams will make it easier
for us to quickly identify them and avoid financial loss.
Financial Center Credit Union has shared with us some
of the most common scams that are currently taking place
so that we can protect our finances.

1. IRS Scam—tax related scams can take place year-
round but are especially common leading up to and
immediately after tax season. Be on the lookout for
emails, phone calls, or text messages that pose as
financial institutions or the IRS asking for taxpayer
information.

2. Tech Support Scams—consumers continue to
report calls they receive from individuals claiming
to be a tech support representative from Microsoft

or Apple. These individuals use urgency to convince
the victim to provide a site or type commands into
their computer that give the scammer access to their
computer. Another version of this scam is a popup
window appearing on your computer warning you
that your system isn't secure. In both instances, instead
of “fixing” the computer, the scammer downloads
malicious software onto your computer to steal data
or force you to pay a large fee to fix the damage.

3. Grandkid Scams—scammers are able to purchase
contact lists to exploit older adults by posing as a
grandkid or a friend of a grandkid. Pretending to be
out of town and in trouble, they pull on the victim’s
heartstrings by asking for money so they can take care
of their dilemma. They insist they need the money
ASAP and ask for it via wire transfer.

4. Internet Dating Scams—everyone is looking for love
online these days, making them vulnerable to con
artists. Some red flags to watch out for: (1) long-
distance companion who quickly falls in love; (2) puts
off meeting in person due to“business travel’, “working
abroad’,“living in another country’, or is “nursing a sick
relative”; and (3) starts requesting money due to an
unforeseen emergency.

Other than being alert, some other tips for avoiding
imposter scams include letting unknown callers go to
your answering machine, or asking to call the person back.
This allows you to research for valid, published contact
information to verify if the caller is truly working on behalf
of the company or organization they claim. <
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
